During the first year of FS1, it is not only students who face the challenge of
transitioning to primary school life, but as parents, we also strive to adapt. It's not
just Miss Emily and Miss Lau, but also many of Marvin's teachers, including Miss
Lee, Miss Yu Pui Sze, Miss Chan Ka Chun, and Mr. Fok who have shown Marvin
an abundance of patience.

Marvin's transformation over the past year has been remarkable, although he
occasionally still likes to leave his seat and peek to see if the teacher is coming during
class transitions. However, both my wife and I have become more accepting of his
misbehavior. After all, he is just a 6-year-old boy!

Furthermore, Marvin has become increasingly expressive in sharing his school
experiences. He actively participated in a cartoon character catwalk competition and
reading marathons. His growing motivation for self-initiated learning is even more
encouraging than his academic achievements, and it has also had a positive influence
on his younger sister. It's astonishing to witness that my 3-year-old daughter can now
sing her brother's school anthem.
